Guidelines for supporting Foreign Visiting Scientist

Visiting scientists hold a Ph.D. or equivalent, are actively engaged in research and employed by academic/research institutions or research departments of other type of concerns.  

The program supports:

· Brief visits of up to ten days for the sole purpose of preparing research proposals will be supported. Only peer reviewed competitive grants will be considered.

· The host and the visitor, for whom support is requested, have to be PI's of the proposal.

· After the visit the host will submit to the BCSC a draft of the proposal. A copy of the letter of acknowledgement of the funding agency, to which the proposal was submitted, should be presented to the BCSC within nine months of the visit.

· If the proposal was not submitted within nine months of the visit, the host will reimburse the BCSC for the amount paid to the visitor. To this effect the host will sign a letter of commitment stating that he has the necessary funds.

· The support of the BCSC will be proportional to the length of the visit. The maximum length is ten days. The BCSC will defray travel expenses (one direct, round trip flight ticket, cheapest economy class) and per diem (60$ day-1). A taxi will pick up the visitor at the airport and transport him to Sede Boqer Campus.
· Under this program visiting scientists will be supported only once every two years.

· Even though there will be no limit to the number of visitors a single host can invite, every year precedence will be given to new submitters.

Deadlines for application are the first Sunday of April, July and December.

· Applications should be submitted according to the deadlines.
· The committee's decisions will be made in 45 days after the applications deadlines.
· The BCSC will not support a visitor that arrived before the committees' decisions.
