The BCSC offers two types of fellowship:  

 Blaustein Fellowship 
 Distinguished Blaustein Fellowship (maximum one per year) 

• Blaustein Fellows receive an annual stipend of approximately $30,800 USD (paid in NIS, 
the Israeli currency).  

• The Distinguished Blaustein Fellow receives an annual stipend of approximately $36,250 
USD (paid in NIS), as well as a roundtrip air ticket and complimentary lodging in our 
dormitories.  

All applicants will automatically be considered for the Distinguished Fellowship, requiring no 
additional application materials. 

 
Who is eligible to apply? 

• Candidates must hold a PhD by the start date of the postdoctoral position. 
• The PhD degree must have been obtained within the past five years from the start date of 

the postdoctoral position. 
• Fellowships are not available to individuals who received their PhD at BGU.

• Current BIDR postdoctoral scholars are eligible to apply for this fellowship only during the 
first year of their position (i.e., by the time the fellowship period begins, they must have 
been a BIDR postdoctoral scholar for no longer than one year). 

• Fellowships are granted for one year, and all recipients are eligible to apply for a second 
year.
